3. A photocopy of academic transcripts and degree certificates
4. A PhD Proposal of the intended PhD research project

5. Two reference letters from senior academic referees

The selection will be made through the assessment of the submitted documents. Interviews will also
be organized. Only applicants who meet the indicated entry requirements will be evaluated.

The center has a scholarship for only one candidate. Other applicants may apply for scholarships
elsewhere or self-sponsor.
